How to Submit Your Family Histories

For the African-American Heritage Book

1. Family history space is free of charge. Each participant may submit as many histories as desired. Each family history should be limited to 1 to 3 pages in length. As in the sample copies, the page should be TYPED double-spaced. A hard copy is acceptable with a digital copy on a CD to make the project move faster and with more accuracy.
2. Start with a brief Title. Write chronologically when possible about the chosen individual or various generations. Colorful stories are fun to read and are acceptable.

3. Write in the style most comfortable to you. Use complete sentences and paragraphs. PLEASE do NOT submit charts, lists, outlines or resumes. You may want to see other heritage books in the Coats Museum for ideas. 

4. List where you acquired the information in the last paragraph, even if it is from personal knowledge. Italicize the names of books and newspapers. Name any other sources from which you obtained the information for the family history. 
5. Photographs are accepted, but not required, with the family history. One to three photographs per family may be submitted. The cost per picture will be $10.00 and is due at the time of the submission of the family history. Color photos will be converted to black and white copies for the book. Photos can be no larger than 8”by 10” and will be downsized to fit properly into the book. We cannot be responsible for loss or damage of original copies so please bring a SCANNED copy of the original which will be later returned if we have a self-addressed stamped envelope.
